"#$%&&'$()$*"#$+,-.," was composed for Becky Heist and the Macalester Dance
Ensemble for a dance piece titled /01-#22,&'2$&3%*"#$4-5"#*6 1 (7$8&Nhich itself
is based upon the book, :I"#$%&&'$()$*"#$+,-.,'; by Nor Hall. The performing
ensemble consisted of Macalester student musicians: Ethan Torrey, Rose Rinder,
Matthew Barritt, John Rochon and Tom Cravens.

The music was written using a structural format suggested by Becky Heist. Her
suggestions included dramatic, expressive, visual, physical and durational elements
which I took as a point of departure. The instruments were chosen for various
reasons: the amplified flute and the voice for their “air” quality, the synthesizer for
its depth of sound, and percussion instruments for their metallic ringing sounds and
their strength of attack. The voice is not texted except for the word “ma” to be sung
in the “Mother” section.

For a new performance, the synthesizer player should use the recording as
reference regarding the quality of sound, resonance and decay desired by the
composer. The original synthesizer for which this was composed was a Chroma;
since the quality of synth sound varies extensively, the composer does not expect
duplication to be possible, and remains open to performer choices.
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
